Join artist Sinéad McGeeney in creating a field of poppies in 
the Walled Garden in Marlay Park. Through workshops Sinéad 
will show participants how to make and plant their own paper 
poppies which will be added to the artwork. Later that night go 
online to see the field of poppies glow in the dark.

Sleeping Fields is a project that aims to enter the childlike world 
of imagination and play with what is real and what is fictional. 
Site-specific to the ‘almost fictional’ Walled Garden at Marlay Park, 
the project involves a large participatory element in making and 
planting a magical poppy field. As the evening approaches the 
participants literally watch the installation ‘grow’. However, when 
the evening has set in and everyone has gone home and the park 
closes for the night, the poppies illuminate, secretly transforming 
the park’s space within the darkness.
