Located between the outer suburbs of
Dublin City, the South Dublin coastline and the
Dublin/Wicklow Mountains, Dun Laoghaire-
Rathdown has a population of 218,018 (2016
Census) having risen by 5.3% since 2011 and
spatially, is the smallest in Ireland, covering
an area of 125skm squared. The County initially
developed as a series of rural villages outside
Dublin, most prominently Dalkey, with the
construction of Dun Laoghaire Harbour and
the coastal railway leading to the development
of suburban, commuter towns with a distinct
character and appearance.

It is the underlying granite of Din
Laoghaire-Rathdown that distinguishes it from
the Greater Dublin Area and marks the start of
the great swathe of uplands that reach as far
as the mountains of the south east of Ireland.
Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown, therefore, sits at a
pivot point—looking North and East towards
the city centre and the sea in one direction, as
well as South and West across the mountains

The presence of landmark 21st century cultural
institutions adds a contemporary layer of
interest to the built heritage, pre-historic
monuments and historic settlements that
define the County, from 18th and 1gth century
development. The delivery of dIr LexIcon, a
major capital cultural infrastructure project
that includes the County’s Municipal Gallery,
has, and will continue to have, a lifelong impact
on the development of cultural provision
within Din Laoghaire-Rathdown.

Mill Theatre, the Grainstore—dlIr’s Youth Art
Facility, Dalkey Castle and Heritage Centre,
James Joyce Museum, Institute of Art Design
and Technology (1ADT) and University College
Dublin (ucD).

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The County’s wide range of high quality parks
and open spaces serve as recreation space for
surrounding communities, many of which are
on historic house demesne lands, such as at
Marlay Park and Cabinteely Park. The County’s
mountains are a particularly beneficial asset
bestowing Din Laoghaire-Rathdown with
distinctive character and affording fine views
that take in the entire Dublin Bay area and city.
A number of forest parks are connected by
walks and tracks, with the Wicklow Way and
the Dublin Mountains Way leading to a range
of active recreational facilities at Ticknock,
Tibradden and Kilternan.

The sea itself'is the big story promoting an
active coastal and maritime culture owing to its
extensive coastline that features Dun Laoghaire
Pier, the Forty Foot and many pristine beaches
that attract numerous activities including
swimming, sailing, kayaking, wind surfing,
paddling and rock pooling. The County also has
a rich maritime tradition. The special nature
of Dublin Bay is internationally acknowledged
by the designation of much of Diin Laoghaire-
Rathdown within the UNEScoO —designated
Dublin Bay Biosphere.

Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown is a thriving and
distinctive County of contrasts with small
areas of both significant affluence and of
disadvantage.
