• The Chair welcomed the members to the meeting.  Apologies were noted. 
 

• The minutes of the 22nd September 2021 JPC meeting were approved.  
 

• Cllr Hanafin noted that a date has not been set yet for the public meeting which was 
postponed. 
 

• Gerry Flaherty, Senior Executive Engineer, gave a presentation on the new LA16 
Collision reporting procedure.  

    

Following the presentation queries were raised by members including: 

• What was the position in relation to liability in the event that the engineering 

of a road was found to be the cause of a collision 

• Will fatal collision sites be included in the new Road Safety Plan 

• Will serious injury collisions be included as part of the new procedure 

• What are key differences between the old and the new system 

 

Gerry responded to the members’ queries and asked if the Gardai could notify the Council of 

any fatal collisions. The report was noted. 

  

• A presentation was given by Chief Superintendent Matthew Nyland on the current 
policing issues in the County which included the following areas:

o Update on operating model for DMR East Division (presented by John 

Gallagher)  

o Overview of crime statistics with a breakdown comparison for January to 

October 2020/2021  

o Overview of roads policing statistics with a breakdown comparison for January 

to October 2019-2021.
